The Rector Thinks Out Loud

One of my all timefavorite songsis*“Lean on Me” by Bill Withers. And,
I’m sure most of you know the song and remember itsfamous line, “Lean
on me when you’re not strong, and I'll be afriend. I'll help you carry
on.” Inthesongitisabeautiful sentiment shared between friends. But,
hearing this song not too long ago on the radio | was struck by the notion
that in fact, isthis not what we are called to be about as the Body of Christ
— to lean on one another? Now, granted, we may not even know one
another; may not even like one another; but when we are not strong,
regardless of the reasons, it is the Body of Christ that is the church that
we need to be ableto lean on — isit not?

What else do we lean on? For some of usit isawalker or acane. Sometimes
it is against the wall as we stop to catch our breath or just visit with
someone. Each of these is a concrete, tangible, tactile thing. Sometimes
we lean because otherwise we would fall. Leaning, even when we'd
rather be running, is sometimes avery good thing! | also, however, want
to suggest another kind of leaning we are to do that’s related to our call
as Christians. | suggest that we are also called to lean into the future.

Ever heard of that: “lean into the future?’ What does it mean to “lean
into the future?’ Well, if we sometimes |lean because otherwise we' d fall,
then perhaps leaning into the future is an acknowledgement that we are
dependent on that future; otherwise, we will fall. The rub of the matter
isthis: the future is not concrete, tangible, or tactile. So, what will “catch
us’ aswe lean into something that is an unknown quantity? How will we
feel the security of a wall, a walker, or a warm body if what we are
“leaning into” is yet to be determined? Ah, but such islifein the Church

With the many technological advances of the past 25 years, we' ve become a people addicted to instant gratification.
The internet has revolutionized the world of communication, dispersal of information, and business. Whatever we
want to know, communicate, or acquire can be done instantly over the internet, all from the comfort of home or
wherever we happen to be with our laptops, iPhones, or Blackberries. It seems we just can’t wait for much of
anything. We want fast food, fast service, and fast travel. We're in a hurry and we want what we want when we
want it.  The morning headlines are old news by the time the paper arrives on our doorstep.

Could it be that this sense of urgency has affected our expectations of God as well? How many of us are willing
to wait for God to answer our prayers and petitions? When | don’t receive instant answers or results, am | perhaps
forgetting that God exists outside of time? In the Bible, God actsin “the fullness of time.” If | can accept that
truth in my life, then it means that | will have to wait. The answer or result might not be what | expected or wanted
and certainly not when | wanted it. But if | trust God, | will know that whatever happens will be in the fullness of
God' stime, and that ultimately it will be good, though I might not perceive that goodness until much later.

Waiting, though, means | have to let go of my need to control outcomes. Thisisasort of dying to self. It doesn’t
feel natural to most of us, in fact it can be emotionally painful. But the process of letting go and waiting, living
through the pain and darkness, can be spiritually transformative. In her When the Heart Waits, author Sue Monk
Kidd likensit to the development of a butterfly, from larvato chrysalisto butterfly. And like the butterfly, spiritual
rebirth doesn’t happen overnight — it’saprocess, ajourney. It takesintentionality, courage, patience, trust in God,
and, yes, waiting. And like the butterfly’s emergence from the chrysalis, it will happen only in the fullness of time.

O God of peace, you have taught us that in returning and rest we shall
be saved, in quietness and in confidence shall be our strength; By the
might of your Spirit lift us, we pray, to your presence, where we may
be still and know that you are God; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen.

when you know that the vision God has in store for you may lie ahead — and not behind!

Consider this: if we are not “leaning into the future,” then what are we doing? Are we simply “propped up”
by the past? | suggest that Christ’s Kingdom is always ahead of us, beckoning us forward and onward. Yet,
leaning into an unknown is scary. It requires risk and courage. But it also requires planning — not to prevent
us from falling because falling is one of our best teachers, but to give us the faith that when we lean into the
future of ministry, even when unknown, we are leaning into God and the presence of the Holy Spirit already
residing there.

Don't get me wrong. Propping is not so bad. It gives us time to rest and reflect. It gives us time to remember
our roots and to consider the best way to honor those roots. But leaning is the stuff of which discipleship is
made! It is seeking God's vision that isjust ahead of us.

Dear friends, my hope and prayer is that we all “prop when proper,” but lean with eager anticipation into
whatever it isthat God hasin store for us and All Saints'!
